already in its 8th year, Trnava's Organ Days has a purpose to give the listeners spiritual experiencies
through the organ - the instrument, which is probably the most suitable for this goal. This instrument, with
more than two-thousand years history, has been created from the middle ages until our time. The change
from an antique musical instrument to an important representive of European culture started in the most
important spiritual and cultural centers of Europe. The organ is thus a dynamic instrument. Its evolution
has never ended and this also is the same for organ music. Also today, as in the past, immortal music has
been written - the part of the people “s world heritage. The world of organ music also has creators of such
music. The well known Czech composer Petr Eben,one of them, is very well known to us. The organ
is for him is "the instrument of destiny" and Greogorian Chant is "the inspiration for all life". The enormous



ffectiveness of chant has been connected with his unique musical language. The final concert
of the festival contains chant and important compositions of Petr Eben.

Organ music varies not just in time, but also from country to country. The festival “s artists, besides playing
literature from around the world also introduce pieces of composers from their own countries.

Trnava “s Organ Days also has a tendency to advance. The organizers decided to donate the seed money
from the festival, to the building of a new organ for St. Joseph's Church. This organ will be used
as a liturgical instrument, as well as a concert organ. The idea is to build an instrument in the North
German Baroque style, especially for the music of Johann Sebastian Bach. Not just in Trnava, but in all
of Slovakia, we miss such instruments.

Gerard Gillen je medzindrodne uznavany ako vedica osobnost irskeho hudobného Zivota
v oblasti organovej interpreticie a chramovej hudby. Studoval na University College
v Dubline, na Oxford University a na Royal Conservatoire of Music v Antwerpach, kde ziskal
najvyssie ocenenie za interpretaciu - Prix d'Excellence v triede Flor Peetersa. Od roku 1985 je
vedicim hudobného oddelenia Univerzity v Dubline a riaditefom Univerzitnej choralnej
spolocnosti. Profesor Gillen je medzinarodne uzndvanym koncertnym organistom.
V mnohych Statoch Eurépy a Ameriky predniesol takmer 800 recitdlov. Bol ¢lenom porot
organovych satazi v Oxforde, Ann Arbor, Londyne a v Dubline. Je zakladatelom a predsedom
Medzinarodného organového a choralneho festivalu v Dubline (Dublin International Organ
& Choral Festival). Gerard Gillen je aktivnym publicistom. Okrem mnoZstva ¢lankov
v odbornych médiach je autorom (spolu s Harry Whitom) trojzvdazkového diela Musicology
in Ireland. irsko zastupuje na medzinarodnych konferencidach. Je ¢lenom Eurépskej
konferencie pre chramovd hudbu CEDAME. V roku 1994 obdrzal vo Vatikane Rytiersky rad
sv. Gregora. V roku 1976 ho vymenovali za titularneho organistu v Dublinskej katedrale
a v roku 1985 za profesora na NUI Maynooth. V roku 1996 ziskal v irskom narodnom vybere
popularnych osobnosti ocenenie ako prvy organista v histérii tohto prestizneho hodnotenia.

Gerard Gillen, Professor and Head of Music at the National University of Ireland, Maynooth,
and Titular Organist of Dublin's Pro-Cathedral, is widely regarded as one of Ireland's leading
church and concert organists. A First Class Honours graduate of University College, Dublin,
Oxford University, and the Royal Conservatoire of Music, Antwerp (where he gained the
Prix d'Excellence, the highest award for instrumental performance in the class of Flor Peeters),
Professor Gillen has an international reputation as an organ recitalist and has given almost
800 recitals throughout Europe and America, performing at such prestigious venues as the
Royal Festival Hall, London, King's College, Cambridge, St Thomas, New York, Grace
Cathedral, San Francisco, St Stephen's Cathedral, Vienna, St Bavo, Haarlem, cathedrals
of Antwerp, Brussels, Bruges, Copenhagen, Freiburg, Ghent, Hamburg, Liibeck, Malaga,
Notre Dame, Paris, Pittsburgh, Oslo, Talinn, Turin etc. He has also been a member
of international competition juries in Oxford, Ann Arbor, London and Dublin. Gerard Gillen
was founder-chairman of the Dublin International Organ & Choral Festival of which he was
artistic director from 1990-2000. In 1984 he was conferred with a Knighthood of St. Gregory
(KSG) by the Vatican. He is currently chair of the National Advisory Committee on Church
Music to the Irish Episcopal Conference. Other honors include the John Betts Visiting
Fellowship at Oxford (1992), and in December 1996 he was nominated the classical winner
in Ireland's TV National Entertainment Awards, the first organist to be so honored.

He has written articles and
papers on history of music, keyboard instruments, on the problems of historical music
intepretation, and a catalogue of all the organs in Belarus. Mr. Wyhranenko has recorded for
the television and radio in the Ukraine, Poland, Belarus and for Vatican Radio. Since 2000 he
has been organist of Organ Philharmonic Hall in Lviv (Lemberg / Leopolis, Ukraine) and is
a Member of Ukrainian Society of Organists & Organ Masters. In 2001 he was awarded the
Third Prize in the 13th International Organ Competition in Rahmel / Rumia, Poland and
in 2002 the First Prize in the the same Competition.

Ansambel Schola Gregoriana Pragensis zalozil v roku 1987 David Eben. Od roku 1990 udrzuji blizky kontakt
s francizskym siborom Choer Grégorien de Paris. David Eben absolvoval na parizskom konzervatériu odbor
dirigovanie gregorianskej schély a v nasledujicej sezone posobil ako dirigent tohto telesa. Schola Gregoriana
Pragensis sa aktivne venuje nahravaniu a casto koncertuje doma aj v zahranici (Taliansko, Spanielsko, Holandsko,
Belgicko, Nemecko, Svajciarkso, Rakuisko, Svédsko, Slovensko, Polsko, 1zrael...) Svojimi nahravkami ziskali mnoZstvo
oceneni (Choc du Monde de la Musique, 10 de Répertoire, "Zlatd harmonie" za najlepsiu Ceskd nahravku). Praca
stiboru sa sustreduje na semiologickd interpretaciu gregorianskeho chordlu z 9.-11. storocia a na uvadzanie
gregorianskych spevov vlastnej Ceskej proveniencie vratane ranej polyfénie. Vdaka intenzivnemu stidiu
stredovekych pramenov mozu v programoch uvadzat novoobjavené unikatne skladby z 13.-15. storocia.

The Schola Gregoriana Pragensis was set up by David Eben in 1987 (D. Eben completed a course in "Gregorian
Chant Conducting" at the Paris Conservatory, and spent the following season conducting the Choer Grégorien
de Paris). The Schola Gregoriana Pragensis reserves considerable portions of its timetable for recording and live
concerts productions, both in its home country and abroad. The ensemble's CDs have received a number of awards
(Choc du Monde de la Musique, 10 de Répertoire, "Golden Harmony Award" for the best Czech recording of the
year). The ensemble has been focusing its work firstly on the semiological interpretation of the Gregorian chant
based on the earliest neumatic sources from the 9th to 11th centuries, and secondly on presentation of the original
Bohemian plaintchant tradition, including early polyphony. Thanks to the ensemble's intensive study of medieval
sources, its programmes also include a number of unique, newly discovered compositions dating from the 13th
to 15th centuries.

Festivalovy brass quartet vznikol z prilezitosti uvedenia skladby Petra Ebena Trés iubilationes v programe festivalu.
Jeho clenovia st profesiondlni interpreti, ktori posobia v poprednych slovenskych orchestralnych telesach (Slovenska
filharmonia, Orchester SND).

The Festival Brass Quartet was formed to introduce the Trés iubilationes of Petr Eben to the program of the festival.
Its members are professional musicians and are members of the most important Slovak orchestras (The Slovak
Philharmonic, The Orchestra of the Slovak National Theatre).

Americky organista David Di Fiore je Ziakom franctzskej organistky Odile Pierre. Na Univerzite $tatu Washington,
kde Studoval u Waltera Eichingera ziskal titul Master's degree. Bol prvym studentom v histdrii univerzity, ktory dostal
najvyssie ocenenie hudobnej fakulty - Cenu Louisa Brechimena (Brechimen Award). Svoj eurdpsky debut absolvoval
v Katedrdle Notre-Dame v Parizi. Odvtedy Uspesne koncertoval v Amerike a Eurdpe. V Statoch strednej Eurdpy
(Madarsko, Slovensko, Polsko, Ceska republika, Raksko) absolvoval niekolkondsobné turné na vyznamnych
festivaloch. Na americkom kontinente sa zGcastnil Great Organ Series v Saint Thomas Church (New York City), Great
Artists at the Organ Series v Trinity Church (Reno, Nevada), Annual Puerto Valarta Arts Festival (Mexico), ako aj
koncertnych predstaveni Distinguished Alumnus Series Univerzity $tatu Washington. V Taliansku sa predstavil na
Festivale di Fano Santa Maria Nova etc. CD nahravka s dielami franctizskych majstrov pre organ a orchester Les
Amoureux de 'Orgue vydana v Ambassador Records bola vysielana v americkych aj eurdpskych rozhlasovych
médiach. Na oboch kontinentoch ziskala vynikajtce kritiky. Obdobny Gspech zaznamenal svojim CD, ktoré nahral
v Kremnici. V priprave vydanie je jeho druhé CD z Kostola sv. Katariny v Kremnici. Od roku 1971 je David di Fiore
v pozicii Organist/Artist chramu Jednotnej Metodistickej cirkvi v Seattle (Residence at Seattle's University Temple
United Methodist Church), od roku 2003 tu pdsobi ako hudobny riaditel. Okrem toho pdsobi uz 15 rokov ako
organista a pastoralny asisten pre hudbu v katolickom chrame sv. Jana Evanjelistu (Pastoral Assistant for Music at Saint
John the Evangelist Parish).

Organist David Di Fiore made his European debut at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame, Paris, while a pupil of French
organist, Odile Pierre, and has since achieved great success throughout Europe and North America. Mr. Di Fiore's
appearances have included performances at the Letni Festival of Music (Poland), numerous performances at festivals
in Slovakia, and the Saint Thomas Church Great Organ Series (New York City). His acclaimed performance at the
30th International Organ Festival of Kosice (Slovak Republic), marked only the second time an American had been
heard on that series. Mr. Di Fiore's tours of Eastern Europe have taken him to cities throughout Austria, Hungary,
Slovakia, and Poland. His Italian performances have included concerts at Santa Maria Nova with the Festivale di Fano,
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and the Festivale Internationale di Coro in Loreto. Mr. Di Fiore's recording of French music for Ambassador Records,
Les Amoureux de I'Orgue, has received wide spread praise, as has his new recording The Grand Organ of Castle
Church of St. Catharine, recorded in the Slovak Republic. A new recording on this instrument will be released in the
coming year. Mr. Di Fiore's 2001/2002 concert appearances include 5 tours to Europe, the Trinity Church Great
Artists at the Organ Series (Reno, Nevada), the 5th Annual Puerto Valarta Arts Festival and the International Organ
Festival in Morelia, Mexico, (where he returned in May 2003 by popular demand). In June 2002 he performed at the
International Organ Festival of Brno (Czech Republic),and in August and September performed for 5 festivals
in Slovakia. In July 2003, Mr. Di Fiore performed 6 programs for organ festivals in Austria and Hungary. In the USA,
David Di Fiore has appeared on the series Kaleidoscope of Northwest Notables. He earned his Master's degree from
the University of Washington and was the first organist in the history of the school to be awarded the Brechimen
Award, the highest music faculty award to a student. He has received the honor of 'distinguished graduate' from the
National Catholic Education Organization, and has participated with convocations of both the Catholic Archdiocese
of Seattle, and National Convention of United Methodists in Worship, Music, and other Arts as recitalist, conductor,
clinician, and accompanist.

Stanislav Surin (1971, Trnava) $tudoval hru na organe na Konzervatériu v Bratislave, na Diecéznom konzervatériu
vo Viedni a na Vysokej skole muizickych umeni v Bratislave (prof. Ivan Sokol). V rokoch 1991-1995 bol organistom
v Déme sv. Martina v Bratislave. Ucinkoval na mnohych medidlnych prenosoch bohosluzieb, inauguracidch oboch
slovenskych prezidentov a navstevy papeza Jana Pavla Il. Od roku 1994 pravidelne dcinkuje so Slovenskou
filharmoéniou. Ako solista uviedol napriklad organové symfénie A. Guilmanta a C. Saint-Saénsa, Glagolskd omsu,
VIII. symféniu G. Mahlera. V roku 2000 Gcinkoval pri premiérovom uvedeni Janackovej Glagolskej omse na
Tchajwane s National Symphony Orchestra Taiwan (Wen-Pin Chien, dirigent). Organové recitdly hral vo viacerych
statoch Eurdpy, v USA a v Kanade. Je zakladatelom a organizatorom medzinarodného festivalu Trnavské organové
dni a zakladatefom a predsedom Bachovej spolocnosti na Slovensku. Inicioval vznik festivalu Organové dni
v Piestanoch, ktory dramaturgicky pripravuje.

Stanislav Surin (born in 1971 in Trnava, Slovakia) studied organ performance at the State Conservatory in Bratislava
and at the Church-Conservatory of the Diocese of Vienna. He also studied church music at the Music Academy
in Bratislava, and organ performance with Professor Ivan Sokol. He was the organist of St. Martin Cathedral
in Bratislava, from 1991-1995 (performing at many celebrations such as the inaugurations of presidents of the Slovak
Republic, the visit of Pope John Paul I, and many live TV and radio broadcasts). He has regularly performed with the
Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra since 1994. He has played solo parts in organ symphonies by A. Guilmant,
C. Saint-Saéns, and also, among others, the Mahler Symphony No. 8 (Slovak premiere), and Janacek's Glagolic Mass.
In 2000, he played the Taiwan premiere of the Janacek's Mass, with the National Symphony Orchestra of Taiwan
(Wen-Pin Chien, conductor) in Taipei. Stanislav Surin has also given recitals in Europe, the USA, and Canada. He is
a founder and producer of the international organ festival Trnava s Organ Days and Organ Days in Piestany. He is
a founder and president of the Bach Society in Slovakia. He has written many articles on topics relating to church
music and the organ. He has been a member of the European Conference of Church Music Associations (CEDAME)
since 1998. He was editor of Adoramus Te, a Slovakian magazine about church music and the organ from
1999-2002. In 2000, he organized the first Slovakian conference about historical organs. He cooperates with the
historical monument offices in Bratislava and Trnava regarding questions concerning historical organs. He teaches
organ at the Catholic University in Ruzomberok. He has also been studying organ, with Professor Johann Trummer,
at the University of Graz where he is doing his postgraduate studies (with Prof. Trummer), in church music
(Kirchenmusik), with emphasis on the works of Petr Eben.
