Som réd, Ze si Trnavcania a navstevnici nasho mesta budi moct opat vypocut poprednych interpretov organovej
hudby. V tomto roku mam vsak dvojnasobnd radost, pretoze sa nam podarilo spojit sily a finan¢né prostriedky, vd'aka
¢omu bude obnoveny aj historicky organ v Déme sv. Mikulasa. Prave tam si budeme méct vypocut vietky koncertné
vystlpenia.

Mesto Trnava patri aj dnes k dolezitym centrdm duchovného i kultdrneho Zivota a je na zdklade histérie i sicasnosti
predurcené na to, aby organova hudba patrila i v buddcnosti k jeho Zivotu.

He has served as organist of the Boston Symphony
Orchestra since 1978. He has been a guest professor at conservatories in New York, Paris,
Krakow, Vienna, Montreal and Brussels. In July of 2002, he was appointed Professor of Organ
at the Oberlin College Conservatory of Music. He helds his position as Distinguished Artist
in Residence at the College of the Holy Cross, Worcester, MA. Christie received his degrees
from the Oberlin Conservatory and the New England Conservatory. He has studied with
D. Boe, B. Lagacé, H. Vogel and Marie-Claire Alain.

He also often appeared with the most important American and European orchestras
(Philadelphia Orchestra, the Stuttgart Chamber Orchestra, the London Symphony, the Bach
Ensemble etc.) He is Music Director of Ensemble Abendmusik, a Boston-based period
instrument orchestra and chorus. He was awarded an honorary Doctor of Fine Arts degree
from the New England School of Law for his outstanding contributions to the musical life
of Boston.

James David Christie was the 1979 First Prize winner of the Bruges International Organ
Competition (he was the first American to ever win First Prize). He has served on international
organ competition juries (Paris, Bordeaux, Montreal, Dublin, Worcester, Calgary, Leipzig,
Speyer, Erfurt, Lausanne, Boston, Bruges etc). Recently, he performed solo recitals
on the evening series at both St. Sulpice and Notre-Dame Cathedral in Paris. In addition,
he gave master classes at the Paris CNR Conservatory. His students have been international
prize winners in the United States, Europe, South Africa and Japan. James David Christie has
recorded for Decca, Philips, Northeastern, Naxos etc. He has received several awards for his
recordings including the Preis der Deutschen Schallplatten Kritik and the Magazine d'Orgue
Coup de Coeur.

U kritikov aj posluchacov
ziskali tie najvyssie ocenenia. David Di Fiore je v sicasnosti hudobnym riaditelom
v Univerzitnom Metodistickom chrame v Seattle, kde p6sobi ako zbormajster a organista.
Ako organista a zbormajster posobi aj vo farskom chrame sv. Jana Evanjelistu v Seattle.

Festivalovy Brass Ensemble je skupina hracov na dychové plechové nastroja s tympanistom.
Hudobnici sd profesionalni hraci a ¢lenovia poprednych orchestrélnych telies ako Slovenska
filharménia, Symfonicky orchester Slovenského rozhlasu, Slovenské narodné divadlo a Statna
opera v Banskej Bystrici.

The mixed choir Tirnavia was founded in 1988 on the occasion of the 750th anniversary
of Trnava being granted free royal town privileges. The choir was founded by Gabriel
Kalapos. Its name is taken from the historical name of Trnava and Tirnavia confirms the rich
tradition of choral singing in this city. The choir members are mostly students of universities.
The choir repertoire includes compositions from Renaissance until present times. It also
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includes adaptations of Slovak folk songs, Christmas carols and Negro spirituals. Tirnavia
organizes approximately 20 concerts a year at home as well as abroad. Tirnavia has recorded
one CD (1997) together with the choir Cantica Nova from Trnava and they will record
another one this year, containing the compositions of Slovak composers of the 20th century.
The choir Tirnavia cooperates occasionally with the chamber orchestra of Trnava and have
performed together the Messiah of G.F. Handel and the Gloria of A. Vivaldi. The choir
regularly takes part in domestic and foreign competitions of choral singing.

The most important choir events of the last few years:

- 3rd place at the International Competition Grand Prix Slovakia in Trencianske Teplice 2001,
- 3rd place at the worldwide Competition International Eisteddfod Llangollen 2002 in Wales,
- 4th place at the International Competition in Montreux Choral Festival 2003 in Switzerland,
- 1st place in the golden level in category of folklore and 2nd place in the category of mixed
choirs (first place was not awarded) at the International Festival of Academic Choirs IFAS
2004 in Pardubice, Czech Republic.

The conductor is Andrej Rapant. He studied guitar for 8 years at the Elementary Artistic
School in Trnava, Slovakia. During his studying in grammar school he sang in the choir
Cantica Nova and later in the mixed choir Tirnavia. In 2001 he graduated from the University
of Economics in Bratislava. Besides singing in Tirnavia he devotes his time also to other
musical activities. He is one of the original members of the vocal group ,Kruhy"; he regularly
cooperates with another choir in Trnava, Musica Vocalis. He performs also in Bratislava in the
chamber group Voci Festose, cooperates with the choir Camerata, Slovak Philharmonic
Choir, and others. He often performs at "early music"concerts. As a singer he also took part
in preparation of concerts in cooperation with musicians like Steven Stubbs, James Levine,
Simon Standage, Branislav Kostka, Jan Rozehnal, and Anton Popovic. He is also an arranger
in 'a cappella' style.

Branislav Kostka was born in 1971. He completed his study at the State Conservatory
in Bratislava in 1990 and continued studying conducting at the Music Academy in Bratislava.
After graduation he conducted musicals in the theatre Nova scéna in Bratislava, Theatre
A. Bagar in Nitra and ballets in the Janacek s Theatre in Brno. He was the main conductor
of the Slovak folk ensemble SLUK from 1995-2002. He is conductor of the Technik and
Musica Vocalis choirs and cooperates with the gospel ensemble Close Harmony Friends.
Mr Kostka is also a composer, music arranger, organizer and recording engineer.

Zuzana Zahradnikova was born in 1977 in RuZzomberok. She studied church music at the
State Conservatory in Bratislava and at the Music Academy in Bratislava (organ with
prof. Sokol and conducting with E. Sarayovd). She played from 1995-2002 with
the Children’s and Youth’s Choir of the Slovak Radio and has played many concerts
in Slovakia and abroad. She has also cooperated with the Bratislava “s Boys Choir and Schola
Cantorum in Spisska Kapitula. She has been working as an assistant at the Department
of Music Arts of the Catholic University in Ruzomberok. She is conductor of the University
choir Benedictus and is studying for her doctoral degree at the Catholic University.



Eva Gregorova studied at the Pedagogical Faculty of the Comenius University in Trnava. She
was a member of the Slovak folk ensemble SLUK for years. She was a guest singer many times
for Camerata Bratislava, Musica Vocalis, and Voci Festose. She has also recorded CD s
of early music with these ensembles. She has sung a solo in the composition Three Village
Scenes of. B. Barték and has sung under important conductors such as J. Toll, A. Parott,
M. Gester, S. Stubbs and with ensembles Musica Aeterna, Solamente Naturali etc.

David Di Fiore made his European debut at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame in Paris and since
then has achieved great success throughout Europe and North America, crossing the ocean
three times yearly. His appearances have included performances at the most important
festivals in Hungary, Poland, Slovak Republic, and the Czech Republic.Mr. Di Fiore's tours
have taken him to these countries numerous times. He has performed in festivals in Austria
and in Italy. In North America his performances have 2 recitals at the International Festival
in Morelia, Mexico (the oldest organ festival in the Western Hemisphere)and also at the 5"
annual Puerto Vallarata Arts Festival. His recording of French music for Ambassador Records,
Les Amoureux de I'Orgue, and his first recording in the Slovak Republic,The Grand Organ
of the Castle Church in Kremnica, have been broadcast throughout Europe, and have been
received with great enthusiasm by both the public and critics. "The Grand Organ of the Castle
Church in Kremnica Volume 2" released in 2004, has illicited critical acclaim.

Mr. Di Fiore was a pupil of French organist, Odile Pierre. He has received the award
"Distinguished Graduate" from the National Catholic Education Association. Mr. Di Fiore
is Coordinator of Music Ministries at Seattle's University Temple United Methodist Church,
where he directs the 30 member Chancel Choir, and is Artist in Residence and Organist.

Festivalovy Brass Ensemble is a group of six brass players and a timpanist. Musicians
are professional players and members of the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra, Slovak Radio
Orchestra, Slovak National Theater Orchestra and State Opera in Banska Bystrica.
