tohtoro&né leto prinieslo nielen tropické horiéavy, ale aj pookriatie po&as réznych kultirnych podujati. Zaver
kultdrneho leta patri v nadom meste hudbe, ktord nielen nestarne, ale je naozajstnym osviezenim duse. Svojou
kvalitou a schopnostou povzniest mysel &loveka k vysindm patri organové hudba ku klasike, ktord prirodzene
tvori ponuku kultérnych podujati spoluorganizovanych mestom Trnava.

Ved' organové hudba je zviazand s mestom od roku 1510, ked bol v Kostole svéitého Mikuldda postaveny
organ.

Na ich XI. roéniku si budeme
mécf vypoluf hudobnych virtubzov z Francozska, Rakiska, Japonska, USA, Polska, Ceskej republiky i
Slovenska. Potvrdzuje sa tak, Ze hudba nepoznd jazykové ani vzdialenosiné bariéry, ale spdja vietkych, ktori
sU schopni otvorif srdcia. Toto moZnost mdme az do 23. septembra, ked' celé podujatie symbolicky uzavrd
diela M. Schneidera Trnavského a W. Amadea Mozarta v podani Trnavského komorného orchestra so
zmie$anym spevackym zborom Tirnavia.

Mesto Trnava tymito akfivitami potvrdzuje ambiciu byt ddleZitym centrom duchovného i kultirneho Zivota.

The renowned ensemble Schola Gregoriana
Pragensis introduces a composition by Guillaume de Machaut, which is famous in the history of music
for using the Ordinary of the Mass as a form for composition. Machaut s Ordinary is in the program
of the concert, to which are added the actual texts of the Mass propers, and these together form
a complex liturgical unit. With the exception of the last Salve Reging, all of the propers are from
Gregorian chant repertoire. The recovered Mass of Mikula3 Schneider-Trnavsky, Missa Rosa Mystica,
the charming Mozart Church Sonatas and the wonderful and merciful Fauré Requiem will be
performed at the final concert.

Ladies and gentlemen, | believe, the fact that we will perform a requiem at the final concert, nor other

events, will not prevent us from meeting together next year for the 12th Trnava s Organ Days.

Vincent Dubois sa narodil v roku 1980 v Saint-Brieuc. Ako
jedendsfroény zalal $tudovat hru na organe, najskér na hudobnej skole
pri katedrédle v St. Brieuc, neskér na Konzervatériu v Angers. V roku 1998
bol prijaty na Conservatoire National Supérieur de Musique v Parizi do
organovej triedy Oliviera Latryho a Michela Bouvarda. O rok neskér
zadal Studovat aj kompoziciu. Vincetn Dubois vystupoval v mnohych
eurépskych krajindch (Nemecko, Anglicko, Polsko, Portugalsko,
Svajgiarsko, Rakisko, Spanielsko...). V USA a Kanade pravidelne
organizuje tzv. majstrovské triedy. Hosfoval na mnohych vyznamnych
organovych festivaloch (Montreal, Chartres, Cambridge, Lisabon,
Vancouver, Otava...). u&inkoval s mnohymi orchestrami a ansdmblami,
ako napriklad Orchestre Philharmonique Radio France, Francizsky
nérodny orchesfer Orquesta Filarmonica del Gran Canaria, Orchestre de Picardie, Orchestre de
Bretagne, "Le Madrigal de Paris" a Ensemble Vocal Michel Piquemal. Vystupoval vo viedenskom
rozhlase, v Radio-France a nahral platiiu venovany slévnym organovym dielam Franza Liszta. Okrem
toho ziskal 5 prvych cien v odboroch organ, harménia, kontrapunkt, figa a rukopis XX. storogia.
V roku 2002 ziskal prvi Grand Prix (,Gold Medal Recital") na Medzindrodnej organovej sifazi
v Calgary (Kanada) a v tom istom roku 1. cenu na Medzindrodnej organovej sifazi ,Xavier Darasse"
v Toulouse (Francizsko). Vo veku 16-ich rokov bol Vincent menovany titularnym organistom pri organe
Cavaillé-Coll v katedrdle mesta St. Brieuc. Od roku 2005 vyuéuje harméniv a kontrapunkt na
Ndrodnom konzervatériu v Angers. Okrem toho je tituldrnym organistom v katedrdle v Soissons.

Born in 1980, Vincent Dubois began organ studies at age 11 at the organ school of the Cathedral
of St. Brieuc, France, then studied at the National Conservatory of Angers. In 1998, he was accepted
to the Conservatoire National Supérieur de Musique de Paris in the organ class of Olivier Latry and
Michel Bouvard, and the following year was admitted to the composition class. Vincent Dubois has
performed in many countries throughout Europe as well as The United States, Russia, Canada, and
the Far East. In addition, he has won a number of prizes, among them the Gold Medal and First Prize
of the National Conservatory of Angers, and first prizes in twentieth century composition, organ
improvisation, harmony, counterpoint, fugue and organ interpretation at the Conservatoire National
Supérieur de Musique de Paris. He won the Recital Gold Medal at the 2002 Royal Bank Calgary
International Organ Festival and Competition, and most recently, the 1st Grand Prix in the 2002
International Competition of Toulouse. Mr. Dubois has also appeared with many orchestras and
ensembles including the Orchestre Philharmonique of Radio France, the French National Orchestra,
the Orquesta Filarmonica del Gran Canaria, the Orchestre de Picardie, the Orchestre de Bretagne,
"Le Madrigal de Paris" and Ensemble Vocal Michel Piquemal. His performances have been
broadcast over Radio France, the O.R.F Vienna, CBC Radio Canada, and Australian Radio. By the
age of 16, Vincent was named fitular organist of the Cavaillé-Coll organ at the Cathedral of St. Brieuc.
Mr. Dubois currently teaches harmony and counterpoint at Angers National Conservatory where in
2005 he was appointed assistantmanager of the conservatory. He is also the titular organist at the
Cathedral of Soissons.

(husle, klavir, kompoziciu) a na Hochschule fir Musik und
darstellende Kunst vo Viedni (husle, organ, klavir, kompoziciu).
Absolvovala maijstrovské organové kurzy (Anton Heiller, Marie-
Claire Alain, Luigi F. Tagliavini, Almut Réssler atd). Je vifazkou
siedmych sofazi v USA v hre na klaviri, husliach a organe. Ako
organistka a skladatelka sa predstavila vo viac ako 20
krajindch. Od roku 1975 pésobi ako organistka a zbormajsterka
kla3tornej baziliky v Lilienfeld, kde organizuje letné majstrovské
kurzy. Ako docentka prednd3a na majstrovskych kurzoch
v Rakisku, Svédsku, Islande a USA. Je &astou &lenkou pordt
organovych a &embalovych sitazi. Od roku 1985 je docentkou
klavirnej hry na Hudobnej univerzite vo Viedni. Svoju hudobni
kariéru rozsirila v roku 2001 o &innost v dirigovani symfonického
orchestra. Za svoju &innosf v oblasti hudobnej kultiry dostala mnoZstvo oceneni (Kultirna cena
mesta Lilienfeld, Cestny zlaty kriz udeleny Katolickou cirkvou v Lilienfelde, &estny doktordt World
University v Benson - Arizona...)

Karen De Pastel studied at the University Washington (violin, piano, composition) and at the
Music University in Vienna (violin, organ, piano, composition). She participated in master classes
with Anton Heiller, Marie-Claire Alain, Luigi F. Tagliavini, Almut Réssler efc. As a composer and
organist she is known in more than 20 countries. Since 1975 she has been organist and
choirmaster at the Monastery's Basilica Church in Lilienfeld, Austria and there she organizes
summer master classes as well as teaching for master classes in Austria, Sweden, and in the USA.
She often is a member of juries for organ and harpsichord competitions. Since 1985 she has
been a professor of piano and organ at the Music University in Vienna. In 2001 she began her
career as a symphonic conductor. Karen De Pastel has received many prizes and awards (City
Award for Cultural Achievement in Lilienfeld, Honorary Gold Cross by the Catholic Church
in Lilienfeld, Austria, Honorary Doctorate of Philosophy in Music by the World University
in Benson, Arizona...)

Juraj MitoSinka itudoval na Konzervatériv v Bratislave a na VSMU
v Bratislave. V roku 1992 absolvoval majstrovsky kurz v nemeckom Libecku
pod vedenim svetozndmeho $védskeho trombénistu Christiana Lindberga. Bol
" &lenom Gustav Mahler Jugend Orchester. Zi&ashil sa aj viacerych sifazi
(napr. Prazskd Jar 1992). Pésobil v orchestri Slovenského ndrodného divadla.
Od roku 1989 je ¢lenom Slovenskej filharménie. Ako sélista premiéroval
s orchestrom niekolko diel. Okrem toho spolupracuje aj s inymi symfonickymi
a komornymi telesami: (Slovensky Rozhlas, Orchester SND, Brass Quintet
Bratislava, United Philharmonic Orchestra, Sonority Brass Ensemble, Musica
aeterna etfc.). Je zakladatelom a vedicim sdborov Festival Brass Quartet
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a Bratislava Trombone Quartet. Okrem spominanych akfivit nahrava pre televiziu a rozhlas a venuje
sa aj sélistickému G&inkovaniu doma i v zahraniéi so sprievodom klavira a organu. Interpretuje hudbu
vietkych $tylovych obdobi (hrd aj na képii historického néstroja sackbutt). V roku 2003 ukonéil
postgradudlne doktorandské tidium na VSMU v Bratislave.

Juraj Mitosinka studied at the Conservatory in Bratislava and at the Music Academy in Bratislava.
In 1992 he participated in the master class in Libeck of the famous Sweden trombonist Christian
Llindberg. He was a member of the Gustav Mahler Youth Orchestra. He also participated in
competitions (Prag Spring 1992), played in the Slovak National Opera Orchestra, has been
a member of the Slovak Philharmonic since 1989 and has played the premiere of several solo pieces
with this ensemble. In addition he works with many other ensembles (Slovak Radio, Brass Quintet
Bratislava, United Philharmonic Orchestra, Sonority Brass Ensemble, Musica aeterna etc.). He is the
founder and leader of the ensembles Festival Brass Quartet and Bratislava Trombone Quartet, records
for TV and Radio and gives concerts (with piano and organ) at home and abroad, playing music of
all historical periods (also on a copy of the historical instrument sackbutt). He finished his postgraduate
study at the Music Academy in Bratislava in 2003.

David di Fiore debutoval v Eurépe v Katedrdle Notre-Dame v Parizi.
Odvtedy sa Uspedne prezentoval v Eurépe aj v Severnej Amerike. Ako
koncertny organista pdsobi v medzindrodnej sfére uz 20 rokov. Vystupoval
v Madarsku, Polsku, Slovensku, Ceskej republike, Rakisku a Taliansku.
V Severnej Amerike hral v Grace Church a St. Thomas Church (New York),
na festivale Trinity Church Great Artists at the Organ, 2 recitdly na
International Festival in Morelia, Mexico. Jeho nahrévka francizskej hudby
Les Amoureux de 'Orgue, ako qj tri slovenské nahravky The Grand Organ
of the Castle Church in Kremnica I, Il a tretia nahrdvka Grand Music for
a Grand Castle boli prendsané médiami a ziskali pozitivne ohlasy u kritiky
aj irSej hudobnej verejnosti. Mr. Di Fiore bol Ziakom francizskej organistky
Odile Pierre. Vystupoval ako sélista, korepetitor, dirigent a cirkevny hudobnik Arcidiecézy Seattle
a Ndrodnej asociécie metodistickych hudobnikov. Dostal ocenenie  "Distinguished Graduate"
Ndrodnej katolickej vzdelavacej asocidcie.

David di Fiore made his European debut at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame in Paris and since then
has achieved great success throughout Europe and North America, now approaching 20 years as an
international performer. His appearances have included the most important festivals in Hungary,
Poland, Slovak Republic, Czech Republic, Austria and Italy. In North America his performances have
included recitals at the historic Grace Church and St Thomas Church (New York), Trinity Church Great
Artists at the Organ, and 2 recitals at the International Festival in Morelia, Mexico. His recording of
French music Les Amoureux de I'Orgue and his three Slovak recordings, The Grand Organ of the
Castle Church in Kremnica |, Il and the third volume, Grand Music for a Grand Castle have been
widely broadcast, and have been received with great enthusiasm by both the public and critics. Mr.
di Fiore was a pupil of the French organist, Odile Pierre. He has appeared as recitalist, conductor,
accompanist, and clinician for the Archdiocese of Seattle, the National Association of Methodist
Musicians, and has received the award "Distinguished Graduate" from the National Catholic
Education Association.

She
is a participant in international master classes, a prizewinner at the international organ competitions
in Maastricht (1996) and Lausanne (2002). She was assistant organist at Ratzeburg Cathedral and
has also been recipient of a scholarship from the Japanese Ministry of Education. Since 2002 Ai
Yoshida has been organist at the Morioka Civic Cultural Hall in Japan and gives many solo-recitals in
numerous organ festivals throughout Europe, America und Japan. She also gives master classes and
has been a member of the jury for international organ competitions. She is active as a continuo player,
performing with orchestras such as the Vienna Symphony Orchestra, Vienna Akademie, Hamburger
Symphoniker and is also demand as an accompanist and soloist.

Monika Melcova studied organ at the Conservatory in Ko3ice and at the Universitét fir Musik und
darstellende Kunst in Vienna in the class of Hans Haselbdck and Michael Radulescu. She graduated
with honors and received the Prize of Cultural and School Ministry of Austria. She successfully
participated in organ competitions; in Brugges during her studies she was awarded honorary prizes
in 1997 and 2000 and was given the audience prize at festivals in Zilina (1998) and Paris (Young
talents 2001). She continued her studies at Conservatoire National Supérieur in Paris (Olivier Latry,
Michel Bouvard). After finishing her studies, she became the fitular organist in the Sapporo Concert
Hall Kitara in Tokyo (2002 - 2003). She gave many recitals in Japan (Suntory Hall Tokyo,
Metropolitan Art Space Tokyo, Niigata, Morioka etc.). After returning to France, from Japan in
October 2003 she became titular organist in the Paroisse Saint Martin des Champs, Place de la
Republique, Paris. Along with her concert activities she also teaches and regularly gives recitals on the
most famous European organs. She has recorded for Radio France, Slovak Radio, Radio Suisse
Romande, RTBF Bruxelles and NHK Tokyo.

Since 1990
the Schola Gregoriana Pragensis has maintained close ties with the French ensemble Choeur Gregorien de
Paris (David Eben completed a course in "Gregorian Chant Conducting" at the Paris Conservatory, and
spent the following season conducting the Choeur Grégorien de Paris). The Schola Gregoriana Pragensis
reserves considerable portions of its timetable for recording and live concert productions, both in its home
country and abroad (ltaly, Spain, France, Belgium, Netherlands, Germany, Switzerland, Austria, Sweden,
Slovakia, Hungary and Poland). The ensemble's CDs have received a number of awards: Choc du Monde
de la Musique, 10 de Répertoire, and Golden Harmony for the best Czech recording of the year. The
ensemble has been focusing its work first, on the semiological interpretation of Gregorian chant based on
the earliest neumatic sources from the 9th to the 11th centuries, and second, on presentation of the original
Bohemian plainchant tradition, including early polyphony.

Polas svojej profesiondlnej kariéry dirigoval muzikdly v divadle Nova scéna v Bratislave,
v Divadle A. Bagara v Nitre, ako aj baletné predstavenia v Jand¢kovom divadle v Brne. V
rokoch 1995-2002 bol hlavnym dirigentom a umeleckym vedicim zboru Slovenského ludového
umeleckého kolektivu.

The mixed choir Tirnavia was founded in 1988 for the occasion of the 750th anniversary of Trnava being
granted free "royal town" privileges. The choir was founded by Gabriel Kalapo3. Its name is taken from the
historical name Trnava and Tirnavia confirms the rich tradition of choral singing in this city. The choir members are
mostly students of universities and the choir repertoire includes compositions from Renaissance to modern music. It
also includes adaptations of Slovak folk songs, Christmas carols and Sacred Slave songs. Tirnavia organizes
approximately 20 concerts a year at home as well as abroad and has recorded one CD (1997) together with the
choir Cantica Nova from Trnava and a CD containing works of 20th century Slovak composers in 2005. Tirnavia
cooperates occasionally with the chamber orchestra of Trnava and they have performed the Messiah of G.F.
Héndel and the Gloria of A. Vivaldi. The choir regularly takes part in domestic and foreign choral singing
competitions.

The most important choir events of the last few years:

- 3rd place at the International Competition Grand Prix Slovakia in Tren&ianske Teplice 2001,

- 3rd place at the worldwide Competition International Eisteddfod Llangollen 2002 in Wales,

- 1st place in the golden level category of folklore and 2nd place in the category of mixed choirs (first place was
not awarded) at the International Festival of Academic Choirs (IFAS) 2004, in Pardubice, Czech Republic;

- 2nd place in the category classical music and 3rd place in the category folk music, pop music and spirituals at
the international competition in MILTENBERG 2006 in Germany.

The conductor of Tirnavia is Andrej Rapant. He studied guitar for 8 years at the Elementary Artistic School in
Trnava. During grammar school he sang in the choir Cantica Nova and later in the mixed choir Tirnavia. In 2001
he graduated from the University of Economics in Bratislava. Besides singing with and directing Tirnavia, he
devotes his fime to other musical activities. He is one of the original members of the vocal group ,Kruhy" and he
regularly co-operates with another choir in Trnava, Musica Vocalis. He performs in Bratislava with the chamber
group Voci Festose, with the choir Camerata and with the Slovak Philharmonic Choir. He often performs at "early
music" concerts. As a singer, he has participated in concerts with other musicians. (Steven Stubbs, James Levine,
Simon Standage, Branislav Kostka, Jan Rozehnal, and Anton Popovi€). He is an arranger in 'a cappella' style.

Trnava Chamber Orchestra (TCO) is a non-professional musical body of the over-regional significance. TCO
is performing under the auspice of the Trnava city Authority. In its repertoire there are mainly the instrumental works
of the compositors of baroque, classicism and 20th century. In co-operation with different choirs TCO performs
many vocalinstrumental musical projects. TCO is co-operating also with national and foreign soloists. TCO arfistic
manager is Mrs. Alzbeta Seveckovd.

Alzbeta Seveikova finished her study of violin at the State Conservatory (Bratislava) in the class of Professor
Viliam Kofinek. She also studied music pedagogy at the University of Matej Bel in Banska Bystrica. She was
a member of the Slovak Radio Orchestra from 1983-1985 and a member of the Dame Chamber Orchestra. She
teaches at the Basic Music School of Mikuléz Schneider-Trnavsky in Trnava. Ms Seveékovd is a constituent member
of Trnava's Chamber Orchestra.and presently is soloist as well as an artistic leader of this ensemble.
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Jana Pastorkova studied voice at the State Conservatory (Bratislava) and at the Academy of Music and
Dramatic Arts (Bratislava) in the class of Professor Viktéria Stracenska. She was a scholar at the conservatoire
National Supérieur de Musique Lyone (1998-1999) and her focus was on the interpretation of early music. She
also participated in courses for early music in Prague, Brno, Sienna, Périgueux, Brémen and at the Bach Academy
in Stuttgart. As a student, she was already performing as a soloist with the National Theatre Opera, the Chamber
Opera, and in the State Opera in Banska Bystrica where she later became a soloist. She co-operated with the
Orfeo Chamber Opera in Brno and presently sings as an artist with ensembles from Slovakia and foreign countries
as well. (Musica Aeterna, Musica Florea, Solamente naturali, Ars Antiqua Austria, Arte dei Suonatori, Cappella
Istropolitana, Slovak Chamber Orchestra, SKO Zilina, VENI ensemble and others) She is a member of the
ensemble Musick for a While and teaches voice at the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts. (Bratislava)

Eva Gregorova studied at the Pedagogical Faculty of the Comenius University in Trnava. She was a member of
the Slovak folk ensemble SLUK for years. She was a guest singer many fimes for Camerata Bratislava, Musica
Vocalis, and Voci Festose. She has also recorded CD “s of early music with these ensembles. She has sung a solo
in the composition Three Village Scenes of. B. Barték and has sung under important conductors such as J. Toll,
A. Parrott, M. Gester, S. Stubbs and with ensembles Musica Aeterna, Solamente Naturali etc.

Jaroslav Pehal completed his studies at the State conservatory in Bratislava (A.Bukoweczka) with honours as
the best schoolleaver of the year 1997. He continued his studies at the Music Academy in Bratislava (Peter
Mikulés). He completed his education at the Conservatory of City of Vienna (Kurt Equiluz). He is a laureate of
several singing competitions, e.g. the absolute winner of the Singing Competition of doc. Godin in Vrable (1994)
or laureate of the International Singing Competition of M. Schneider-Trnavsky in Trnava (1996) efc. His repertoire
includes characters of operas of Mozart, Tschaikovsky, Puccini or Verdi. He is a permanent guest of the Opera
Festival in Isny (Germany). As a soloist he cooperated with the Bratrislava®s Boys Choir and its conductor
Magdaléna Roviidkovd, with Musica Aeterna - early music ensemble, with the orchestra Cappella Istropolitana
etc. During the Haydn Days 2004 in Eisenstadt he sang the solo part of the Jubille Mass of Michael Haydn.

Zuzana Zahradnikova was born in 1977 in Ruzomberok. She studied church music at the State Conservatory
in Bratislava and at the Music Academy in Bratislava (organ with prof. Sokol and conducting with E. Sarayovd).
She played from 1995-2002 with the Children s and Youth “s Choir of the Slovak Radio and has played many
concerts in Slovakia and abroad. She has also cooperated with the Bratislava “s Boys Choir and Schola Cantorum
in Spisskd Kapitula. She has been working as an assistant at the Department of Music Arts of the Catholic
University in Ruzomberok. She is conductor of the University choir Benedictus. She completed her postgradual
studies at the Catholic University in 2005.

Branislav Kostka was born in 1971. He completed his musical studies at the State Conservatory in Bratislava
in 1990 and continued studying conducting at the Music Academy in Bratislava. After graduation he conducted
musicals at the Theatre Nova scéna in Bratislava, Theatre A. Bagar in Nitra and ballets at Jané&ek “s Theatre in
Brno. He was the principal conductor of the Slovak folk ensemble SLUK from 1995-2002. He is conductor of the
Technik and Musica Vocalis choirs and co-operates with the gospel ensemble Close Harmony Friends. Mr.Kostka
is also a composer, music arranger, organizer and recording engineer.
