Timea Dulics began to play the piano at the age of 9. She studied singing at the High School in Novy Sad, continued
at the Music University of F. Liszt in Budapest and also studied at the Music University in Szeged. She took part in several
competitions (2002-2003) and master classes (Hamari Jdlia, Polgar Lészl6, Csengery Adrienne), teaches singing and
gives recitals. M. Dulics is a member and cofounder of the ensemble for early music, Incantamento Antico Ansambel.
Performing regularly with the chamber choir Pro Musica at festivals in the Cathedral of Subotica, her repertoire consists
of the most important pieces of European church music (Requiem and Coronation Mass of Mozart, Te Deum of M.A.
Charpentier, Come Ye Sons of Art by H. Purcell, Vivaldi's Gloria and several Cantatas of J. S. Bach).

Pasko Csaba was born in Subofica in 1975. After primary school he enrolled in the Paulinum Theological Grammar
School in Subotica, but studied music privately at the same time. In 1994, while he was a student at the Theological
Faculty in Pécs, Hungary, he was also a private student at the Jannus Pannonius Faculty, (department of voice and
choral conducting). In May 1999, Mr. Paské graduated with diplomas in theological studies and also choral
conducting. His professor was Aurél Tillai, a "Liszt Ferenc Award" bearer and his voice professor was Endre Pilléri. From
1999 Mr Paské studied sacred music at the Music Academy in Graz and graduated in 2004. His final exams were in
choral music, conducting and organ performance. His professors have been Johannes Princ, conductor, Josef Doeller,
choral conductor of the Cathedral in Graz and organist, Dr. Johann Trummer. Since 2000 Csaba Paské, a chaplain of
the Basilica in Subotica, has been a consecrated priest of the Ecclesiastic Region of Subotica. In 2001 he became a
member of the Internafional Association of Hymnology (IAH). In 2003 as he took over music coordination and
conducting in the Basilica in Subotica, owing to his experience acquired at numerous courses he attended in the past
years in ltaly, Germany and the Netherlands. In 2005 Csaba Paské obtained the academic title of Master of Arts
(M.A\) in Graz, for performing Gregorian chorals and for conducting. His professors were Dr. Franz Karl Prass| and
Josef Doeller. In the same year he founded possibly the first Gregorian singing ensemble in this country, and he named
it Choralschola Cathedralis Suboticiensis. For his remarkable results in organizing concerts and for his musical activities
in Subotica, Csaba Paské received the renowned Bodrogvéri prize in February 2006, in Subotica.

Martin Bako sa narodil v roku 1980 v Banskej Bystrici. Zakladng umelecki 3kolu
navitevoval v Ziari nad Hronom a v Novych Zamkoch v odbore klavir. Hru na organe
studoval sukromne. V soasnosti je posluchdéom Hudobnej a tane&nej fakulty VSMU
v Bratislave. Vo svojom 3$tidiv kladie okrem interpretacie déraz na rozvoj svojich
improvizaénych schopnosti. Na Kvetni nedelu od roku 2005 pravidelne uvddza
v Bratislave v rdmci poboznosti vlasié improvizdcie na jednotlivé zastavenia krizovej
cesty. Casto improvizuje aj v rdmi tzv. obednych meditdcit v mestskom ev. kostole vo
Viedni. Koncertne sa predstavil na medzindrodnych organovych festivaloch v Piesfanoch
a Skalici.

The word TRECANUM is probably an incorrect medieval translation of the Greek word Trisagion: an old praise to the
Holy Trinity. The Ensemble TRECANUM was formed in December 1996 by Etienne Stoffel, prizewinner of the National
High Conservatoire of Paris. M. Stoffel founded the Centre of Gregorian Studies in Metz in 1975. He was a pupil for
two monks of Solesmes Abbey with Dom Eugene CARDINE ( 1988), who was Father at the Pontifical Institute for
Sacred Music in Rome and Dom Jean Claire, former choral conductor of the Solesmes Abbey. The Ensemble
TRECANUM brings together singers who have a solid knowledge of gregorian liturgical and early medieval song. The
Ensemble TRECANUM has performed in several regions of France, in Germany, in Swiss, in Austria, in the Channel
Islands, in Italy, in Croatia, in Poland, and in Spain at the Summer 2003 for a musical "Compostela route". The Ensemble
TRECANUM recorded a first CD (Ave Maria) in 2002.

Martin Bako was born in 1980 in Banskd Bystrica. He began his piano studying at the basic music school in Ziar
nad Hronom and in Nové Zamky along with private organ study. He is presently studying organ repertoire at the Music
Academy in Bratislava and is very interested in improvisation. Since 2005, he has regularly improvised in Bratislava
every Palm Sunday on the texts of the Via Crucis, has given a recital of improvisations for the City Evangelical Church
in Vienna and played for organ festivals in Skalica and Piedtany. Mr. Bako has worked as an organbuilder in the
workshop of Jan Valovic from Sered and taken part in the restoration of several important historical organs in Slovakia.
He was organist for the Franciscan Church in Bratislava from 2004-2007, where he co-organized the festival Old Town
Organ Days, is a member of the board of the Organ Friends Society and performs with the ensemble Harmonia
Seraphica. Additionally, Mr. Bako taught organ at the Music School in Skalica from 2005-2007.

It took participation on several festivals, for example "Philip
Jones International Brass Chamber Musik Festival". Repertory of the ensemble includes renesace and
baroque music till the music of 20. century. Part of their repertory was composed by renowned Slovak
componists just for the ensemble. They record for radio and TV. The goal of the Bratislava s Trombone
Quartet is to propragate music for this special type of ensemble, which is very popular in abroad. The
members of the ensemble are renowned players regularly performing in orchestras of Slovak
Philharmony, Slovak Radio and Slovak National Theatre, they often performs as soloists and chamber
players.

Stanislav Surin studied organ at the State Conservatory in Bratislava, the Church Conservatory for
the Diocese of Vienna and at the Music University in Bratislava with Professor Ivan Sokol. He was
organist of St. Martin Cathedral in Bratislava (1991-1995) and played for many TV and radio
broadcasts, inaugurations of three state presidents (after 1993) and for several papal visits. He has
played the organ symphonies of A. Guilmant, C. Saint-Saéns, the Glagolithic Mass of Janagek, the
Symphonic fantasy of E. Suchon, The Eighth Symphony of Mahler and many organ parts with orchestra
and basso contfinuos with Slovak Philharmony and other ensembels. He played the premiere of
Jandéek's Glagolithic Mass in Taiwan with The National Symphony Orchestra of Taiwan. His recitals
have taken him throughout Europe, the USA, Mexico and Canada. He can be heard in several
recordings and his solo CD “s was recorded in the Cathedral of Graz and in Schubertkirche in Vienna.
Stanislav Surin is founder and organizer of international organ festivals in Trnava, Piesfany and Skalica.
He was chief editor of the magazine for church music Adoramus Te, and is considered an expert in
regards to historical and contemprorary organbuilding. He is Instructor of Organ at the Catholic
University in Ruzomberok. Since 2006 he works as an officialy church musician for the Diocese
Bratislava-Trnava.
